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1. Parameters of the research
The issue of asylum seeking has increased rapidly globally due to factors such as wars among nations, violence among different clans and tribes of a country, and sexual assault of minority groups.  Another contributory factor is terrorism activities, which have led to many leaving their countries to seek asylum in the neighbouring countries which the people think are secure (Senker, 2010, 31-56).
The interest in researching on attitudes and policies towards asylum seekers is to uncover the truth behind why most governments and societies have negative attitudes towards asylum seekers. Additionally, the research will be finding why the governments of these societies set punitive policies and extremely harsh policies to those who seek asylum in their country (Simon, 2008, 59-78). The research will be aimed at finding out why most governments do not like offering asylum seekers a chance to stay in their countries. Also in the research process it is necessary to understand why some communities have negative attributes to asylum seekers.
Researching on this topic is important for it will enable in generalization on asylum seeking and clarify to the others in our society whether asylums have negative or positive impact into our societies.
The relevant social issues to research on this topic are; First, the reason for increased nationalism which has captivated bad image of asylum seekers. Secondly the reason for increased violence in our societies today that has led to increased numbers of asylum seekers. Thirdly, the reason religious differences among host members and asylums lead to hatred among the two groups. Fourth, understand the largest gender of asylum seekers. Fifth, understand ethnicity as a cause of people moving out of their country to seek international protection and support from other countries. Finally, understand conformity of asylum seekers to the laws of hosting countries and also see whether they are affected by the new culture they meet in the hosting country.
2. The research question
The following is the research question to be answered by end of the research process;
What factors explain the increasing negative view of asylum seekers by the hosting countries and the world at large?
The research question is supported by the following assumptions;
a)    The assumption that asylum seekers are law breakers in their country.
b)    The assumption that asylum seekers are illegals and would bring negative rewards to host country.
c)    The assumption that asylum seekers are Muslims and not Christians or Hindus.
d)    The assumption that asylums are unpatriotic people. 
e)    The assumption that asylum seekers lack conformity towards existing culture I the host countries.
f)    The assumption that asylum seekers cannot move the hosting country ahead instead they are a burden to the country and society as a whole.
3. Epistemological Position and Theoretical framework
The epistemological position for this research topic is constructionist because for generalizing on the matter of asylum the personal perspective, perception, and experiences plays a vital role in coming up with a reality about increasing negative view of asylums (Crotty, 1998, 3-11). It will require personal experiences of the research participants including the researcher to come up with the reasons for increased negative view of asylums.
The theoretical perspective to this study would follow interpretive approach through symbolic interactionism. Purposely, this will be to understand why human beings who are a social being tend to view the others in a negative perspective (Crotty, 1998, 3-11). The methodology to be used in the study of attitudes and policies of asylum seekers would be survey research. This would be made possible through collecting information from the people in the regions with increased asylum seekers. 
4. Ethical issues associated with research question
The following are some of the ethical issues associated with the increasing negative view of asylums; First security issues. It is ethical for host countries to have a negative view of asylums due to the increasing insecurities among our neighborhoods (Simon, 2008, 76-92). Due to the rapid insecurity reasons the host countries exercise precaution by seriously refusing to provide hostage to asylum seekers thinking that they are people who have come into their country with a view of attacking them. Secondly the issue of asylums lacking clear reasons on why they want to seek asylum in other countries makes the community see them as bad people with bad intentions of destroying the persistent peace in that community. Finally, the issue of setting up policies to scrutinize asylums is ethical for this would lead to distinguishing real asylums and terrorists.
5. Research methodology
Research methodology refers to the process used in the collection of research data up to including the historically documented information (Bryman,2008, 67-120). The research methodology may include survey research or interpretive approach. The selection is done depending on the one that fits the researcher’s topic. The research methodology should outline a strategy to be followed in order to carry out the research. The research design, on the other hand, represents a strategy to integrate with order to be able to capture the different levels of study in your research. For example, research design would include how data would be collected (Hyman, 1995, 33-48).
In this topic of study, the applicable research methodology would be survey research. Survey research is commonly used by sociologists to understand people’s behavior, attitudes, perceptions and orientation. This will be appropriate because it focuses on people who provide information required for the research through interviewing. The interviewing can be facilitated by data collection tool such as questionnaire (Babbie, 1973, 98-138). 
Based on the constructionism epistemological position, survey research would be an appropriate method of research. Since, it allows people to give their information and perceptions not forgetting experiences on a matter of discussion (Walter, 2006, 3-21). Symbolic interactionism as a theoretical perspective would be possible through survey research where the researcher would use methods such as observation. Since, he would be able to see and identify how different asylum seekers are treated upon arriving different hosting countries.
With constructionism view of the human world and social life in the world we live today is changing; it would be possible to use survey research. Since, it relies on population of people who uncover their behavior towards others on close interviewing and also give out their attitudes and perceptions about other people. In sociology, no other method which measures people's perceptions as survey does (Mouton, 1996, 100-134).
6. Data collection methods
The research data would be collected through the method of survey research. This entails selecting the people who have the required information to represent the larger population (Kraemer, 1991, 128-145). The survey research will be done through the following data collection techniques.
Personal or Face to Face Interview

This entails reaching the respondents and engaging them in a structured standardized conversation to obtain relevant data. In our case, I would reach the asylums host countries and seek to understand why the communities view asylum seekers in a negative way (Marsden, & Wright 2010, 65-83).
Mail Questionnaires

This would involve posting questionnaire to identifiable respondents, the asylums hosts who have competence to fill them independently and who are also willing to post them back to the researcher within the reasonable period of time (Mackenzie, Powell, & Usher 1997, 35-55).
Survey Research
Survey research is the appropriate in this study because; first it allows researchers to collect large amounts of data within a relatively short period. This is because a large number of people are drawn from the target population and covered within a short period through methods such as filling questionnaire. Secondly, survey research is less expensive compared to other research designs. This is because you don’t pay people to interview them what matters is their willingness to provide the required information (Orenstein, & Phillips 1978, 38-54). Thirdly, it is only survey research that can provide information on a large part of behaviors, attitudes and personal facts. Therefore, the method perfectly suits the best since on researching on this topic what I want to uncover is about people’s attitudes and personal facts and experiences of the asylums on these societies. Finally, surveys can be administered easily and quickly. This is because surveys typically test hypothesis and attempts to establish existence and nature of a relationship among different people or variables in this case, the nature of the relationship that exists between asylum seekers and hosting societies. 




7. Methods of data analysis
Finally, once the data has been collected then it should be analyzed in order to derive conclusions from it. Data analysis refers to the process of cleaning, modeling and transforming the data with the objective of finding useful information. In addition, analyzing the research data enables the researcher to derive conclusions and make informed decisions (Benard, 2000, 78-122). Various methods of analyzing research data exist and the method utilized by a person depends on the kind of the data collected. In many cases, research data is classified either as qualitative or quantitative data. The classification of the data collected simplifies and informed the researcher on the appropriate methods that need to be used to analyze the data (Cohen and Marrison, 2003, 119-141).  At the initial stage, data quality and measurement is conducted to evaluate the data. The method is achieved through testing the quality and effectiveness of the instruments used to collect the data. Once the data has been classified, for example, as qualitative, then several data analysis methods can be utilized. Qualitative data analysis involves making sense of the data, and there is no precise method for analysis except the fact that the method used should adhere to the fitness of purpose.

Transcription can be used to analyze data although the method is said to be very expensive and time-consuming. In addition, computer-assisted qualitative data analysis is also another method that can be employed (Cohen and Marrison, 2003, 119-141). The method involves the use of certain computer assisted programs such as the Statistical Package foe Social Scientists that makes data analysis easier and less time-consuming. Furthermore, univariate statistics and correlations may be used to derive the relationship between variables involved in the research process. Graphical techniques such as the use of scatter plots also provide a means of understanding data and arriving at meaningful conclusions on it. In the case of continuous data variables, methods such as variance, skewness and box plots may be utilized to arrive at useful information from the data obtained from research.
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
