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Debate on the legalization of prostitution has dragged on for a long time with different opinions from various organizations and civil rights groups being expressed. The major talking points have been on the health complications and risks associated with prostitution. Despite the fact that most labour organizations around the world support the legalization of prostitution, medical researches have shown that the risks involved are far much greater than its benefits, therefore, should not be legalized.

Prostitution is considered as a dangerous affair by most people due the fact that it can result to severe health conditions that are irreversible. People who practice it are always exposed to health risks such as contracting sexually transmitted infections (STIs), barrenness, and unwanted pregnancies among others (Schildmann, 2012). STI’s such as syphilis are very fatal at an advanced stage and can cause mental distortions if not detected and treated in time. Since prostitutes are always out to earn a living through the act, they will in most cases bow to the demands of their customers as long as they get paid. Furthermore, prostitutes may not know the health status of the people they interact with sexually. As a result, a rise in the HIV/AIDS pandemic has been recorded in countries where prostitution is rampant. 

Apart from health risks, prostitution can also lead to psychological effects. In most countries, it is considered as an act of immorality that paints bad pictures to the entire society. Research by Ditmore (2011) indicated that most people practise prostitution in order to have a good life as other fortunate society members. Low incomes and dangerous working conditions associated with prostitution have subjected prostitutes to psychological stress with very dire consequences such as suicides and kidnappings.

In conclusion, prostitution is a dangerous act even to those who consider it as a way of earning a living. Different from other dangerous jobs, prostitution can never be practised safely due to uncertainties surrounding it.
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
